The dissertation
aims at giving a research oriented perspective to the learner, who in the process of preparing the
dissertation, would gain valuable insight into the contemporary post-behavioural approach of
doing research whereby both empirical and normative dimensions are sought to be harmoniously
synthesized. The elementary research training received under the guidance of an able supervisor
would help the learners to go for further research in the future either in the same field or
otherwise.
